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We would like to welcome all the children to Sears and Pisa Class and hope you all had a lovely summer. We would like to say a huge ‘Well Done,’ to all the children for starting school so positively! We were so impressed with how keen and enthusiastic they were to be at school!

Below are a few details to help you and your child settle into your new school routine.
The Early Years Curriculum and school day
Much of your child’s learning will take place through play.  Some will be structured and some will be child initiated.  You will receive a Curriculum Map each term which outlines the learning that will be taking place. Once your child is settled as well as having time to play and explore they will also receive a daily Maths, Literacy and Phonics input. The children will learn to sit on the carpet, listen carefully and participate during whole class sessions. 
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Reading
The children will read to their teacher each week and bring a book home to share with you        (a reading folder will come home soon with more information).
Proud Clouds

We would love to hear about any achievements that your child has had at home. Outside both classrooms we have a ‘Proud Cloud’ display. Please take a Proud Cloud and fill it in, send it into school in your child’s Book Bag and we will share their achievement at school then display it on our board. Some ideas you might share are:
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· Riding their bike for the first time

· Using a tablet, laptop or phone to play a new game 
· Helping at home – making their bed, tidying their room etc.
· Getting dressed on their own

· Writing their name on their own

· Swimming 

There is not an expectation on how many Proud Clouds you have to fill in, just as and when your child achieves something!
Foundation Stage Assessments
During the first few weeks we will be carrying out informal assessments on your child in order for us to plan exciting and challenging activities. We always have a wide range of abilities throughout the year groups and will make sure we plan for all the children’s needs.
Rewards
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We use positive praise to reinforce good behaviour. The children may talk to you about a Golden Pebble pot. Each class has a pot to fill with Golden Pebbles which they get for working well as a class. When the pot is filled the class choose a treat. Each week the children are encouraged to work together to achieve pebbles and if they have a good week then they are rewarded with some ‘Golden Time,’ where the children choose an activity. 
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Individually, the children can achieve Dojo points. Each child collects their own Dojo points which then go towards a colour group that they are part of. Each week these are counted up and the team with the most points is announced in Celebration Assembly on Fridays. 
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We also have a traffic light system in class which is used throughout the school. This is used to reinforce and highlight positive behaviour and help the children to understand what is expected at school. The children all have a peg with their name on which will be put on the green traffic light and we know they are all going to make fantastic choices at school so their peg will stay on this light!

PE Kits
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The children will do PE twice weekly, one session to be indoors and the other outside. They need to wear their PE kit into school on MONDAY and FRIDAY and will not need their normal school uniform on these days. Monday’s lesson will be outside so as it gets cooler the children will need a black or navy blue tracksuit.
Reminders

· Water bottles – please ensure your child has a named water bottle in school every day

· Labelling – please make sure EVERYTHING is named! Obviously 30 blue school jumpers look the same and it’s difficult to return to the correct child if they are not labelled.
We have lots of exciting things planned for the year ahead and look forward to working with you and your child. If you have any queries then please ask one of us or use the class email.
